5.  What is unique about the function of the valves in the heart?  Why is this

necessary?

6.  Explain which side of the heart is largest and why this is so. 

7.  Briefly describe 3 methods physicians may use to clear blocked coronary arteries.  

8.  Explain the significance of the red and blue coloring of most heart diagrams. 

9.  Explain the function and relationship between arteries, veins, and capillaries. 

10.  Describe the relationship between capillaries in the lungs and the alveoli. 

11.  Describe 2 functions of the respiratory system. 

12.  Explain the relationship between the parietal pleura and the visceral pleura. What is found between them and why?
13.  Describe the function of the diaphragm during inhalation and exhalation.
